Jesus Before the High Priest and the Denial of Peter  John 18:12-27

1250 the band of soldiers and their captain and the officers of the
Jews arrested Jesus and bound him. First they led him to Annas, for
he was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, who was high priest that year.
141t was Caiaphas who had advised the Jews that it would be
expedient that one man should die for the people.

15Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. Since that
disciple was known to the high priest, he entered with Jesus into the
court of the high priest, ®but Peter stood outside at the door. So the
other disciple, who was known to the high priest, went out and spoke
to the servant girl who kept watch at the door, and brought Peter in.

Then they led Jesus from the house of Caiaphas to the governor’s
headquarters. It was early morning. They themselves did not enter
the governor’s headquarters, so that they would not be defiled, but
could eat the Passover. 2°So Pilate went outside to them and said,
“What accusation do you bring against this man?” **They answered
him, “If this man were not doing evil, we would not have delivered
him over to you.”

Jesus’ Side is Pierced John 19:31-42

31Since it was the day of Preparation, and so that the bodies would
not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high
day), the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be broken and that
they might be taken away. 32So the soldiers came and broke the legs
of the first, and of the other who had been crucified with him. 3*But
when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did
not break his legs. 3*But one of the soldiers pierced his side with a



spear, and at once there came out blood and water. >*He who saw it
has borne witness—his testimony is true, and he knows that he is
telling the truth—that you also may believe. **For these things took
place that the Scripture might be fulfilled: “Not one of his bones will
be broken.” 3’And again another Scripture says, “They will look on him
whom they have pierced.”

38After these things Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of
Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews, asked Pilate that he might take
away the body of Jesus, and Pilate gave him permission.
