How should Christians understand Scripture passages that seem to
contradict reality? For example, King David said in Psalm 37:25, “I have
not seen the righteous forsaken or his children begging for bread,” contrary
to the experiences of humerous starving Christians throughout history and
the world. David says elsewhere, prophesying the words of our Lord Jesus
Christ, “By this [ know that You delight in me: my enemy will not shout
in triumph over me” (Psalm 41:11). The events of Good Friday seem to
tell a different story, however. Did not our Lord’s enemies triumph over
Him? For that matter, doesn’t the devil continue to persecute His Body,
the Church? Undeniably! But the cross and the empty tomb are the
contradiction that answers all other contradictions. Rejoice in God’s
contradiction! For death is swallowed up by death; the Author of life has
died and now is raised to restore all things!
