The Missouri District 
 

Over the next few weeks, I will outline here a bit more about the 

Missouri District and what was done and decided in our triannual District 

Convention. 

As I mentioned previously, the Missouri District is one of the 35 districts 

of the Lutheran Church – Missouri Synod. Our relationship to the larger 

Synod is much like the relationship of the state of Missouri to the United 

States. We are governed by the organizing principles, constitution and 

by-laws of the Synod. Yet there are some aspects in which we may differ 

from other Districts. 

At the convention, we elected certain officers and boards. The Rev. Dr. 

Lee Hagan was re-elected for a fourth term as District President. He 

serves full-time as District President, living in St. Louis. Four pastors 

from across the district were elected as vice-presidents, and serve part 

time in addition to their regular calls to congregations. Pastor Powell 

from Trinity in Jefferson City was elected to that position. We also 

elected the District Secretary, and filled positions on the Board of 

Directors and several other boards. 

Each circuit in the District meets independently to elect their own Circuit 

Visitor from among the pastors in their area. I was re-elected by our 

Circuit, and was installed for my second term at the Convention. Mostly, 

I work with congregations when they are calling a pastor, and I provide 

assistance to pastors when I can. I am a sort of conduit between the 

District President and the individual pastors and congregations. 

Besides the elections, we discussed some specific issues that face our 

culture and church. We also heard from a number of organizations that 

provide support in various ways to individual congregations and to the 

church at large. Representatives from a couple of LCMS colleges spoke 

about the good things going on there, and a representative of Concordia 

Plans presented some ways in which they are planning to be able to help 

congregations even more. 

A representative of the District also spoke about the Mo Scholars 

program, in which you can give money to support Lutheran education 

and get it credited toward your Missouri taxes. I’ll explain more soon.
