Faith in the Home

When Martin Luther wrote the Small Catechism, he put an inscription at
the beginning of each of the chief parts: “as the head of the household
(German: hausvater) should teach it in a simple way to his household.”
This subheading tells us two things:

1. Luther assumed that spiritual formation would happen primarily at
home, not only at church. The idea of the catechism was to encourage
the family to discuss the faith, whether at a home altar or perhaps
around the dinner table or fire. The family would not wait for classes
with the pastor to teach the faith.

2. This faith formation was led by the father. According to the order of
creation, the father was the head of the household, and had the
primary responsibility for teaching the faith in his family. He would be
equipped and encouraged by the pastor and the church, but his was the
primary responsibility.

For these reasons, the Missouri District of the LCMS, in our convention
this year, passed two resolutions encouraging faith formation in the
home.

The first resolution encouraged congregations to encourage and help
provide resources for families to teach the faith in their homes. At St.
John's, we will be investigating ways we can do this, whether providing
devotional resources or meeting with families to discuss how to go
about this.

The second resolution recognized statistics which indicate that children
are more apt to be in church as they get older if their father was in
church when they were younger. Because we know that it is important
for all people to be in church, we should be encouraging parents to
recognize the importance of church attendance and prioritize life within
the congregation for their family.

God freely gives His blessings, and those who spend more time with Him
(at church and home) more freely recognize all that He does for them.
