Mission Field: Missouri 
When you think of the mission field, you probably do not typically think 

of Missouri. But there are plenty of people in Missouri who need to hear 

the Good News of the Gospel, just as there are people all over the world 

who need it. 

According to some experts, more than three million people in Missouri 

(approximately 52% of the state’s population) are unchurched. Every 

one of those is a person whom God has created, and who needs to 

know of God’s love. 

Jesus said that “many are called, but few are chosen” (Matthew 22:14), 

and “the gate is narrow and the way is hard that leads to life, and those 

who find it are few” (Matthew 7:14). We know that not all people, not 

even all Missourians, will be saved. But it is also important that people 

hear the Good News, because “faith comes from hearing, and hearing 

through the word of Christ” (Romans 10:17). 

There are people around you who need to hear that Jesus died for them 

and forgives their sins. Eternal life and salvation is found nowhere else 

than in Jesus. There may be people who will not listen to anyone else, 

but might hear it from you. You are a missionary to them. You are a part 

of God’s “chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for his 

own possession, that you may proclaim the excellencies of him who 

called you out of darkness into his marvelous light” (1 Peter 2:9). 

Telling others does not take extraordinary measures. It does not have to 

be part of a fancy program. Sometimes, it is just one person hearing it 

from another whom she trusts. Often, it is in simple conversations 

between friends. 

Congregations are being encouraged by the District to consider new 

ways (or reviving old ways) of reading out to people in their community 

to share this Good News. How can St. John’s reach out to those in our 

area? How can we tell others the Good News of Jesus? Share your 

thoughts with Pastor Whittle, or with the elders, or with someone else 

in leadership. Together, we can make a difference in the lives of the 

people of our community!
