Sola Scriptura 
At the time of the Reformation, Martin Luther and those who agreed 

with him set about to reform the church. They did not want to leave the 

church or start something new, but they recognized that some changes 

had occurred over the centuries since Christ’s death and resurrection. 

Some changes were not problematic, but others were. There arose three 

Latin phrases that formed the basis for what Luther and those with him 

believed. One of those phrases was “sola Scriptura.” 

“Sola Scriptura” means simply “Scripture alone.” To most American 

Christians, this probably sounds pretty simple and straightforward. To 

the church in the 1500s, though, this was a significant demand. Luther 

said that all doctrine – anything that we are to believe about God and His 

plan and work for the world – must be grounded in Scripture. 

In Luther’s day, that was not the case. Across Christendom – both in the 

West and in the East – the church relied on Scripture, but also on 

determinations of councils and on tradition. The Western church (now 

the Roman Catholic Church) also relied on Papal decrees. Luther argued 

that anything that did not have its foundation in Scripture should not be 

taught in the church. When he was accused of being a heretic, he 

demanded that he be proven wrong from the Word of God. He knew the 

Scriptures better than most and was aware that his faith and teaching 

rested on God’s Word alone. 

This principle of Sola Scriptura is the “formal principle” for the Lutheran 

church. It simply sets forth what is the basis for what we believe. Luther 

argued that popes and councils can err, but the Word of God is without 

error. Therefore, all doctrine must be built on the Word of God. 

Luther also recognized that there are 66 books in the canon of Scripture. 

You may have heard of other books included in “Catholic Bibles.” These 

are known as the Apocrypha, or apocryphal books. Luther included them 

in his translation of the Bible, considering them holy and God-pleasing 

books, but did not put them on the same level of the 66. 

It is also important to recognize that many other Christian denominations 

claim to base doctrine on “Scripture alone,” but they fit God’s Word into 

the limits of human reason, rather than conforming human reason to 

God’s Word. For Luther, God’s Word is the final Word.
