The Water Made Holy by Jesus

Today, we celebrate The Baptism of Our Lord. Barely more than two
weeks have passed since we celebrated Jesus’ birth, but He was
baptized by John around 30 years later. Though the exact date is
unknown, we celebrate it now because it is the next major event in
Jesus’ life and ministry.

When Jesus asked John to be baptized, John seemed taken aback. John
was baptizing “for the repentance of sins,” and the Son of God would be
without sin. Why should Jesus be numbered with the sinners, with
those He came to save? What in Him needed cleansing?

Clearly (to those of us who have been given faith by the Holy Spirit to
see and know), Jesus did not need to be cleansed or forgiven of any sin
of His own. But Jesus came to bear the sins of the world. He came, as
Paul wrote, to be made sin (2 Corinthians 5:21), “so that in him we
might become the righteousness of God.”

In a sense, when Jesus was baptized in the Jordan, He took on Himself
then the sins that would be washed away in your own baptism. In Holy
Baptism, Jesus became the sinner so that through Holy Baptism, you
would become the saint. It is the place and means of His glorious
exchange. For, as Paul also wrote (Romans 6:4), “we were buried
therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ
was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk
in newness of life.”

As we celebrate Jesus’ baptism, it is important that we remember it not
merely as a historical event, but as the event which prepared the way
for you to receive His gifts of faith and the Holy Spirit through the
waters of Holy Baptism (Acts 2:38). As we celebrate Jesus’ baptism, it is
a celebration of the baptism of each one of us, as we were each united
to Him and made a part of His kingdom.
